storytelling – student should write three (3) paragraphs 

first paragraph should include a hook: riddle, question, onomatopoeia 

(sound), or an action sequence; one main character; quick description of 

the setting (It was a foggy autumn morning when the bus arrived at 

school.); interesting problem (I was in such a hurry to catch the bus, that 

I left the front door wide open.) 

second paragraph this will be the biggest paragraph and should include: 

main character and supporting characters (1 or 2 extras); What does the 

main character want? What is preventing the main character from getting 

what she wants? (This is the main problem.) Describe (details and events) 

how characters go about solving the problem; add  smaller problems along 

the way to make it interesting.  

last paragraph the main problem is solved in this paragraph; talk about 

the lesson that was learned (this paragraph is short) 

4 Types of Sentences L.2.3 

each sentence ends with a different punctuation mark 

a declarative sentence makes a statement and ends with a period ( . ) 
example: South Florida is the lightning capital of the world. 

an interrogative sentence asks a question ( ? ) 
example: May I borrow a book for my reading assignment? 

an exclamatory sentence expresses strong or sudden emotion ( ! ) 
example: The moon was extraordinarily bright last night! 

an imperative sentence makes a request or gives a command ( . ) 
example: Please eat breakfast prior to arriving in class.
