adverb – changes verbs; quick – quickly, wild –wildly, rapid – rapidly 

pronoun – substitute for a noun; he, she, them, her, him, they, us, we, it 

conjunction – joins words; and, but, or, nor 

preposition – location; above, beneath, beside, in, out, between, after, on 

interjection – expresses emotion; Great!, Wow!, Thanks!, Help!, Fire!

     -audi (audio, audience, auditorium, audiology) –audi means to hear 

     -bio (biology, biography, biological, biopsy) –bio means life
